(1)Aims : Promote tennis, facilitate communication among students and arise students’ interests in tennis. 

 
(2)Date and Time:    17th October, 2020 (Saturday, 8:30 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.) 
 
(3)Venue   :  CUHK Tennis courts 3-7 
 
(4)Eligibility :  i) All CUHK Full-time students. 
    ii) Current or ex members of tennis team in any universities would not be accepted. 

 
(5)Events    :  i) Men’s Singles (max. no. of players: 16) 
    ii) Women’s Singles (max. no. of players: 16) 
 
(6)Rules    :  Tournament will be conducted under the Rules of Tennis approved by the Hong Kong Tennis 

Association unless specific declaration. 
 

(7)System :   i) Single Knockout System > 8 to 32; Round-robin system > 4 to 7; Cancel > 3 or less 

ii) All matches except finals and the 3rd-place final: First player to win 4 games is winner.  

iii) Final and the 3rd-place final matches: First player to win 6 games is champion.  

iv) No deuce; When the score is 40-40, the receiver chooses the receiving position; who get 

this point, who win this game. 

v) The players shall change ends at the end of the first, third and every subsequent odd game 

of each set. 

 
(8)Official Ball:   Organizer will provide tennis ball for the competition. 
 
(9)Prizes  :  Trophy will be presented to the champions, 1st, 2nd, and  
   3rd runners-ups.
